Who does the Emergency Management Director report to?

What procedures are in place to ensure that whoever acts as the County decision maker shares the information about the decision with those who will be affected by that decision? How soon does the information have to be shared?

Who notifies the media if the decision involves the safety of the public?

What function does the Emergency Manager fulfill in an emergency involving the County. At what point does the Emergency Manager get brought into the picture? Is it necessary that the Emergency Manager be brought into the picture?

In regards to beach closing for any reason:

Who has the jurisdiction and responsibility to prevent the public from entering the water from our beaches? 

 If it’s town, is there a memoranda of agreement? 

If it’s the Sheriff’s Department, is there a document outlining this responsibility?

Does the County have any office where information regarding an ongoing emergency is collected and organized for dissemination to Town officials? 

or to the public when asked?

Is there a need for this office?

Is there a memoranda of agreement with Edgartown, Oak Bluffs and Vineyard Haven that the affected Public Safety department immediately notify the County Manager of any emergency involving County property or safety of the public on County Property?
