Sean,

The GSA/FEMA/ Forest Service is giving me a 28-foot, 2006 Travel trailer to use as an Incident Support Vehicle.  I will be towing it with a vehicle owned by my department.

I will be offering a service by the Dukes County Emergency Management Agency to supply and operate this Incident Support Vehicle as part of a package of emergency support services.  This particular service will be made available to the Island Police and Fire Departments for incidents that are of long duration (36 to 72 hours), where some creature comforts and private briefing areas are needed by the command staff at the incident site. 

I am especially glad to be able to extend this offer to you. I believe that this service would be of great benefit to you and your staff during the response, recovery, and investigative phases of an aircraft accident. I also believe that it would help you keep your regular operations going during this period, as it will provide extra working and briefing space for you, along with feeding and toilet facilities for your command staff and NTSB/FAA officials. Radios, specific to your operation, could be installed in this trailer.

I would like to ask you for a secure space to park this trailer, possibly where the FEMA trailers were stored.

Access to the trailer would be limited to the County Emergency Management Director and possibly one alternate driver.  The trailer would not be used while parked on the Airport property, but would only be stored there.  However, if an aircraft accident did occur and the County Emergency Management Director or his alternate could not be present, the Airport Manager/ Asst. Manager would have full use of this trailer for the duration of the accident.

There would be no liability attached to the Airport.

I would be glad to answer any questions that you might have and attempt to satisfy any conditions that you might like to propose. I will be picking the trailer up by next week.
