As you have seen from Tuesday’s Gazette, Swine Flu has come to Dukes County. There is no need to be alarmed, as this version of the flu is very mild; milder even than our regular winter flu.  However, normal precautions should be taken to protect yourself from infection and normal precautions should be taken to prevent the spread of this flu among your co-workers.  

We have assembled a number of informational brochures in a packet to help you to protect yourself, your family and your co-workers and have distributed them to each County employee.

Although this time around, swine flu is a very mild form, Federal disease specialists are directing their efforts toward continuous monitoring of this flu, checking to see if it mutates into something more serious when it returns in the autumn.  It is for this reason that we are making sure that you have some instructional materials now to get used to making good health protection habits. It is our hope that you will be able to gradually begin to use these habits now in the event that the next phase should suddenly turn more deadly.

We will be sending you more information, as we get closer to the fall of the year.

We will be monitoring the flu situation to be able to give adequate warning to all County employees. However, bear in mind that it only took 3 weeks for swine flu to show up in all 52 states and only a month to spread around the world.
