Description

A position, to be created by the County Commissioners, to: 

1) Add the ability of the Steamship Authority Governor to be professionally briefed by the County Emergency Manager during disasters and public health emergencies, on matters that deal with Island-wide maritime emergency transportation needs, which could affect the Island’s ability to sustain itself.

2) And to establish an emergency management connection between the County Emergency Manager, as the Governor's Assistant for Emergency Affairs, and the SSA management for the purpose of collaborative emergency preparation planning and for the purpose of emergency response and recovery coordination during emergencies.

 

Purpose

1) To brief the SSA Governor on impending emergency situations (hurricanes, winter storms, Avian Flu/Flu Pandemic, etc.) and on any ongoing emergency response and recovery operations that could potentially affect transportation and the ability of the Island to sustain itself


2) To advise the Governor on the possible consequences of an Avian Flu pandemic to transportation systems and thus to the Island’s ability to sustain and/or protect itself


3) To bring the SSA into the Island Emergency Planning process


4) To establish and refine a coordination system between the County Emergency Management Agency and the SSA management to be used in times of emergency.
