a) Advise of the Incident from the Significant Event Information Form

b) Establish a call back time (24 hours prior to the event)

c) Conduct Radio test

2) Alert the Community Emergency Response Partners on the “C” list

a) Advise of the Incident from the Significant Event Information Form

b) Establish a call back time (6 – 8  hours prior to the event)

1) Call MEMA for updates

2) Establish communications with Town/Tribe Emergency Managers on the “C” list

c) Request current and future location

d) Request status of town/tribe EOC

e) Request status of Shelters

f) Conduct Radio test

2) Alert the Community Emergency Response Partners on the “C” list

a) Advise of the Incident from the Significant Event Information Form

b) Call SSA with report and request closing time

c) Call Hospital ER with report and request for info

d) Call Hospital Nurses station with report and request beds available

e) Call MVTA with report and request for info

f) Request any information that is pertinent (ie: closing times, etc.)

g) Ask each agency how often they would like updates of pertinent information (hourly, every 2 hours, or every 6 hours)
