The Pictometry Program is offered by the MVC to any government user and can be installed by them. There is a licensing agreement but everything is free.

It takes the aerial views of the Island (taken two years ago) (both straight down and oblique views) and converts them into neighborhood and community views. The MVC has labeled all the streets.  The towns are putting the parcel data.

The screen is divided into three columnar views.  On the left side is the written information.  In the middle is the selected view.  And on the right are all the views available of that area, taken from the 4 directions.

The beauty of this program is that the user can input such things as Fire evacuation zones, escape routes, Search patterns, Haz Mat plumes which can be overlaid right on the aerial views by the operator at the scene while the scenario is developing.  I am also investigating the ability to input EMS rescue routes and have made an appointment with the Sheriffs Department to look at applications for Law Enforcement.

I went to Boston last week to learn how to use the program.  Attendees were the MVC staffers, Towns of Tisbury, Oak Bluffs, Chilmark
