The Line Tool enables you to add lines to an image. Lines may be added, for example, to label roads or to draw attention to smaller items within an image.

To create a new line annotation:

1.
Click the Line Tool ().

2.
Click the start point on the image, hold down the mouse button, and drag to the end point. 

The first time you create an annotation in a Workspace File, a dialog appears prompting you to create an annotation layer. Click 'Yes'. 

3.
Set the foreground color, locale, and name of the layer. Locale specifies whether the annotation is applied to the single image or to all images in the Workspace File that contain the same point.

4.
Click OK. The line annotation appears on the image.

If the annotation does not appear, ensure that View Annotations is selected on the Overlays menu. 

If the annotation still does not appear, go to View > Annotation Layer Visibility. Make sure the annotation layer you selected for the new text annotation is highlighted. If not, click the layer to toggle its highlight state.
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Deleting Line Annotation

To delete an existing line annotation, do one of the following:

·
Use the Select Tool to select the existing annotation, and click Delete () on the File Toolbar.

·
Select the annotation; choose Edit > Delete.

·
Select the annotation’s folder in the Pictometry Workspace, right-click, and choose Delete in the context menu.

·
Select the annotation's folder in the Pictometry Workspace, right-click, and choose Delete in the context menu.
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Editing Line Annnotation

You can edit line annotation properties in any of the following ways:

·
Using the Select Tool, double-click the existing annotation.

·
Using any tool, right-click the existing annotation and choose Properties for Line.

·
In the Pictometry Workspace, right-click the annotation’s folder and choose Properties for Line.

·
Select the annotation in the Pictometry Workspace, and choose Edit > Edit Properties.

In each instance, the Line Annotation Properties page appears and you can modify any desired settings. 
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
