· Medicare Part B covers the cost of these vaccines and will be billed for this service.  Fill in your Medicare number on the form.  Remember to bring your Medicare card with you to the Clinic.
· If you have health insurance provide that information and we will bill them if possible.  Otherwise donations of $35.00 per immunization, or whatever amount is comfortable for you, will be accepted.  Remember to bring your insurance card with you to the Clinic.
· If you do not have any health insurance we are accepting donations up to $35.00 per immunization or whatever amount, if any, is comfortable for you.

· We will provide your island doctor or clinic a copy of this form as official documentation of the vaccine given to you.  

· Wear a short-sleeved shirt to the clinic.
