Outline for the Dukes County Emergency Preparedness Website

Website Purpose: To give instructions and tools to Island citizens to prepare before emergencies and to respond during and after emergencies. Emergencies are grouped by size of area affected, duration, rapidity of development, type, and severity:

1) Local, short duration, rapidly developing emergencies  (lasting 3 to 5 days)

Utility and Communications outages, Surface Transportation outages

[caused by Natural Disasters (Hurricanes, Winter storms and extreme cold, Extreme heat, Wildfires, Tornadoes) Manmade emergencies (Terrorist, Biological, Chemical, Radiological dispersion device events or Hazardous  Material incidents)]

2) Local, medium duration, rapidly developing emergencies (lasting 1 week to 5 weeks)

Utility and Communications outages, Surface Transportation outages

 (caused by Hurricanes, Blizzards, Tornadoes)

3) Medium duration slowly developing emergencies  (developing over 1 month to 6 months) (lasting more than 1 month and not more than 6 months)


Fuel shortages, certain foods shortages

4) Nation-wide or World-wide, rapidly developing, long duration emergencies (lasting months to years) 


Flu Pandemic

5) Nation-wide or World-wide, slowly developing, long duration emergencies   (lasting months to years)

TYPES OF EMERGENCIES

Economic Emergencies


Definition: Partial or complete loss of income;  partial or complete loss of buying power

Food Shortage Emergencies


Definition: Decreased supply of food or certain types of food available in stores; 
                               Escalating food prices for certain foods

Causes

Droughts, floods, etc effects on farmland, food price inflation, fuel shortages and escalating fuel costs, alternate farmland use for fuel production, global population influences, Infrastructure deterioration emergencies, government policies, terrorism, Pandemic, etc


Effects:



Loss of ability to purchase certain types of food due to scarcity

Loss of ability to purchase certain types of food due to price





Responses:



1) Begin a food stock-up program




a. Dry foods




b. Canned foods




c. Freeze dried foods




d. Other

2) Learn how to raise your own food:


a. How to identify and harvest “wild” edible plants


b. How to grow food in a backyard garden


c. How to obtain and store drinking water


d. How to raise animals


e. How to fish, shellfish, hunt


f. How to prepare food (with efficient, low-cost stoves/fuels, pots, etc.)


g. How to preserve/store food (by canning, drying, etc.)


h. How to assemble a home food bank


i. How to find/contact local farms, dairies, CSA’s, etc.


j. How to effectively work/cooperate with neighbors and others



Fuel Shortage Emergencies


Definition: Decreased amount of fuel or types of fuel available in stores; escalating fuel prices for all fuels



Causes:

Inflation



Currency devaluation



Financial Sector emergencies



Loss of raw material due to war, terrorism, or political/religious/cultural motivations



Loss of refined material due to war, terrorism, etc

Infrastructure deterioration emergencies

Government policies

Effects;



Loss of ability to purchase certain types of fuel due to scarcity

Loss of ability to purchase certain types of fuel due to price

Loss of the ability to use certain types of fuel to cook food, heat and cool space, refrigerate food, illuminate space, etc


Responses:

Infrastructure Deterioration Emergencies


Definition: Infrastructure deterioration emergencies are emergencies where the utility, communication, transportation systems degrade to the point where some or all of the individual system are unusable for some or part of the time.
Causes

Corporate policies

Government policies

Neglect

Lack of ability to maintain the infrastructure due to the need to expand services to serve an ever increasing population base
