Item 4 - LEPC –County Rep report on non-town aligned agencies

Report by County Rep: The following agencies were invited to LEPC presentation: MV Hospital, Mass State Police, MVC, VTA, MV Airport, OB Selectmen,  OBPD, OBF, OBBOH, OBEM, County MGR, Sheriff, MV Legislative Liaison, Mass Highway, SSA, and USCG. All were sent letters of Invitation and were phoned. Those that attended were called and thanked.  All who attended were in favor of a regional LEPC.

Item 5 - LEPC – Progress Report by members  regarding LEPC presentation reaction by Town Officials  (Police Chiefs, Fire Chiefs, etc.). 

Two LEPC presentation attendance lists were distributed. One listed the Attendees by town or agency and the other listed the attendees by where they fit into the LEPC hierarchy.

Judy Sibert suggested that the next actions should be for the individual EM’s to meet with their public safety officials and then for the EM’s to go to the Selectmen’s meeting with the Fire Chiefs, explain LEPC  and present the case for the town to join the LEPC.  If the Selectmen agree to endorse an LEPC for the town, a letter should be signed, giving assent. It was suggested that the EM bring an info packet.

Chuck distributed a sample letter from MEMA to give some ideas of what the letter should say.

The members present were polled as to where they thought their Fire Chief stood on this issue. (West Tisbury – OK) (Aquinnah – unknown) Chilmark – needs more work) (Wampanoag- OK)

It was decided that the next action should be that each individual EM should go to the Fire Chief for his answer regarding LEPC endorsement. Next the Fire Chief and the EM should go to the Selectmen’s meeting , explain LEPC and ask for endorsement by letter.

Timeline – EM’s should talk to the Fire Chiefs and meet with Selectmen by Feb 1st.

Judy will go to the OB Fire Chief and the OB EM.  Chuck will meet with Edgartown EM to bring him up to date.

Item 8 – Driving Ban – Judy delivered the draft driving ban MOU and draft bylaw. Each EM will bring drafts to Selectmen’s meeting for review and possible signature.  We can adjust language, as necessary.
