Item 1 - The minutes for the meeting of March 1st, 2005 were read and accepted as modified.
Item 2 - Training Availability Handouts were distributed

OLD BUSINESS

Item 3 – MVC Update – Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant Program – We are awaiting grant nominations from the state

Item 4 – MV Ice Arena for overflow morgue – Status report – Chuck and Judy will meet with the OB BOH agent

Item 5 –  Mass Vaccination Program – Chuck has attempted to contact George Hersfelder several times, but has been unable to reach him.

Item 6 – Hospital Meeting report – Judy and Chuck met with Dr Tsai, Carol Bardwell, and Tim Walsh and discussed the Hospital Emergency Incident Command System and the upcoming Mass Casualty Exercise.  Dr, Tsai said that he was forming a Disaster Committee and that it would meet on the 16th of April. It was decided that the MVEMDA would keep a gentle focus on the Hospital and use a pre-hurricane focus for future meetings with the hosp[ital

Item 7 – Hurricane Disaster Drill (Ham Radio Drill) update – Brad Fligor
Brad explained the how RACES functions during a Hurricane and what information is collected and sent to MEMA Region II.  

Item 8 – Oak Bluffs Mass Casualty Exercise Report – The OB Mass Casualty report was canceled for this spring due to weather and may be rescheduled for the fall.  Chuck discussed the county’s preparation of maps showing the staging areas, Hydrants, etc.  for the exercise using the Pictometry program.  Judy Sibert noted that EMS needs more action from the Chiefs and that ICS has become a necessary part of all department’s training and operating procedures.   

Item 9 – Bylaws and Meeting rules for MVEMDA – discussion
Chuck will copy the Rules and Bylaws Information along with an example (MV Association of Emergency Medical Technicians) and distribute this packet to the members for discussion at the June meeting

Item 10 – American Red Cross  - 
Scheduling pre-hurricane [Disaster Services ] Training 
Training offered will increase the available pool of workers in each town. The dates of training were given. Training sessions will be repeated in June.  Current volunteer base is 23 with more workers available from off-Island, if needed


Towns/Tribe Annual Shelter Review The Red Cross would like to talk to each EM to see if any modifications have taken place.

In a question from one of the Directors, Deborah said that the RC volunteers would have Photo ID badges

Item 11 – Ham Radio Directory of radio operators in  each town  -  Chuck explained that this directory idea came out  of discussions with the West Tisbury Police Department during the Y2K situation.  A directory of radio operators who can power their station with backup power (Generator or motor vehicle) would be of great importance to Emergency Management, Police and Fire Departments during extended periods of power outages.
Brad said that he would handle this. 

Item 12 – Opportunity for members to bring up new business  - 
Judy Sibert suggested that the Directors give thought to:

1) Debris Management after storms.  She noted that John Keene can handle green debris and proposed the idea of an all Island MOU for Goodale’s Pit as a disposal/grinding/burning site

2) Animals in Disasters

a) Animal Sheltering procedures

b) Large Animal Sheltering locations

c) An Animal Sheltering directory 

 Deborah noted that the Red Cross is focusing on Animals in Disasters and is creating a Veterinarian and Animal Shelter database

3) A community effort to get people to pre-plan for disaster sheltering

Deborah will get the Red Cross Damage Assessment forms to Judy
