I have been referred to you by one of your former patients, Mark Young, (2004)

I am interested in a proton beam procedure in January 2008 if it can be arranged and if my condition is applicable to your procedures.

My PSA is currently at 10.69 (06/06/07.  Former PSA figures are 10.48 (12/18/06, 11.36 (10/02/06).  My PSA has been  rising rapidly between  2004 and 2006 but seems to have leveled off. PSA tests were done by the Providence RI Veterans Hospital.

Three sets of 13 biopsy samples from the Providence VA, over 3 years, yielded inconclusive results.  A second opinion was requested of the Beth Israel Hospital in the spring of 2007.   An MRI, which included an anal insertion device, was accomplished and yielded a finding of a possible cancer location, which proved to be in error when examined by a biopsy of the area. No cancer indications were found in the seminal vesicles or the lymph glands.

Dr M. Sanda, Beth Israel Hospital performed a biopsy on 05/15/07 and yielded the following diagnosis:

Prostate gland, needle biopsies, thirteen:

A. Right apex lateral:


No malignancy identified

B. Right apex medial:


Focal acute and chronic inflammation, no malignancy identified

C. Right mid lateral:


No malignancy identified

D. Right mid medial:


Focal acute and chronic inflammation, no malignancy identified

E. Right base talteral:


Prostatic adenocarcinoma, Gleason score 7 (4+3), involving 15% of one core (See level 3)

F. Right base medial:


No malignancy identified

G. Left apex anterior:


No malignancy identified

H. Left apex lateral:


High grade prostatic intraepithelial neoplasia

I. Left apex medial:


No malignancy identified

J. Left mid lateral:


No malignancy identified

K. Left mid medial:


Prostatic adenocarcinoma, Gleason score ^ (3+3), involving 10% of one core.

L. Left base lateral:


No malignancy identified

M. Left base medial


High grade prostatic intraepithelial neoplasia

K. Left mid medial:


Prostatic adenocarcinoma, Gleason score 6 (3+3), involving 10% of one core.
