If a majority of the votes cast in said Town in answer to the question are in the affirmative, the Town shall be taken to have authorized the sale in said Town of beer and wine to be consumed on the premises of said restaurants.    Nothing contained herein shall authorize the issuance of licenses for the sale of beer and wine to be consumed not on the premises, i.e., in a package or convenience store, and nothing contained herein shall authorize the separate sale of alcoholic beverages without meals.  The Board of Selectmen may from time to time issue regulations for the granting of said licenses and to define terms appropriate to carrying out this act.
