Anita,
Thank you for including Dukes County Emergency Management in the update on the St. Vincent and the  Grenadines disaster. It looks like recovery efforts are well underway with a great many participants and agencies from many geographical areas.
Most recovery efforts are usually very chaotic. Search and rescue teams, debris clearance teams, water and power teams, financial institutions, social agencies, local government officials, regional geographical agencies, aid agencies, etc. are all trying to accomplish their part of recovery; many times with little or no coordination between them. 

However, from an emergency management perspective, during this recovery period is the best time to begin to learn what efforts worked and what methods didn’t work, and what efforts were missing,  It is also the best time to begin the preparation planning for the next event.  Unfortunately, this is the time that all the assets that are involved in the recovery efforts on the ground are fully engaged in recovery and don’t have the time to accomplish this important part of the recovery effort. 

I would be interested in a more detailed chronology of events, starting from the warning phase of the disaster to where they are today. 

I have had a conversation with the Dukes County Manager as to what assistance my department might be able to supply.

I have also reviewed my letter in regard to assembling the St Vincent and the Grenadines Diaspora on Martha’s Vineyard for disaster training.
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
