The following briefing (rendered in this document in uppercase) was delivered to the Board of Selectmen on Sept. 11, 2002.  The portions rendered in italics are actions taken by the participants.

INTERFACE BETWEEN THE TOWN AND THE GENERAL SERVICES ADMINISTRATION  IN REGARDS TO REGISTRATION PROCESSES,       AND DEALS WITH OWNERSHIP ISSUES FOR THE DOMAIN WESTTISBURY-MA.GOV.   THE ADMINISTRATIVE POINT OF CONTACT SHOULD BE FAMILIAR WITH THE DOMAIN REGISTRATION PROCESS, THE CHANGES REQUIRED, AND THE BILLING PROCESSES AND SHOULD HAVE SOME EXPERIENCE WITH HOSTING WEB SITES..     .
