If you would like, I could meet you in Woods Hole at the Steamship Authority HQ.  We could visit Mark Rozum, who is in charge of all Terminal Operations and who can give us a good idea of the possible procedures the SSA would follow if the Woods Hole and Hyannis docks were destroyed. We can also look at the ramp system for vehicle loading to make an educated guess on whether it would stand up to a hurricane. If we meet in Woods Hole, we’ll have to take a ferry to Vineyard Haven, where I’ll park my car.. If we don’t meet in Woods Hole, I can pick you up at either the Vineyard Haven or Oak Bluffs terminal.
When we get to the Island, we should probably visit Bridget Tobin, Terminal Agent for the Vineyard Haven Terminal, just to get acquainted.  
We should also visit Sean Flynn, MV Airport Manager and visit his south ramp for evaluating future off-load procedures. With Sean’s help, we can begin to start thinking about preliminary planning for airlift capacity and feasibility.
We should also visit Ralph Packer, who has a fuel storage business and a barging operation with docks on the Vineyard and in New Bedford.
