HAZARD ANALYSIS – HIGHWAYS
The major portions of hazardous chemicals transported by highways are petroleum-based 

products such as gasoline and heating fuels.  Major highway routes used to transport hazardous 

materials through  BCREPC include the following:  

· Interstate Highway U. S. Route 6: runs west to east from the Cape Cod Canal (Sagamore 

Bridge) through the center of the Cape to the town of Orleans.  It is a divided highway up 

to the Town of Orleans, and then a single highway to the Town of Provincetown.

· Massachusetts Route 6A: runs west to east from the Cape Cod Canal (Sagamore Bridge) 

through a more northerly route to the Town of Orleans

· Massachusetts Route 28: runs north to south from the Cape Cod Canal (Bourne Bridge) 

and covers a southerly route ending in the Town of Orleans.
