HAZARD ANALYSIS – RAILROADS
Railroad companies that travel through Barnstable County essentially transport passengers, 

tourists, and solid waste.  Under normal circumstances, railroad transportation companies do not 

handle or transfer Extremely Hazardous Substances (EHS) through the Cape Cod region.

Cape Cod Railroad (CCR) service travels through Hyannis to Bourne Massachusetts.  The CCR 

that transports solid waste originates at the Yarmouth/Barnstable Regional Transfer Station in 

Yarmouth, Massachusetts.  The destination of this waste transportation route is SEAMASS in 

Rochester, MA.
