	Description of Meeting Drill or 
Exercise  This DRILL was conducted IAW 33 CFR 105.220 Drill and exercise requirements . This drill was conducted to train employees in the use of the Quantum Smiffer and sampling using the swabbing technique.  The sniffer was set up by Agent Robert Townes. Employees were notified of thee drill  at 3:30 pm.  In this drill, the employees were warned of a person planning to bring explosives onboard the MV Katama in a vehicle. The type of vehicle was not specified. This trip was a non-hazardous cargo trip.  The following actions were taken. Normal checks were completed in the parking areas.  Trucks were visually inspected and appropriate areas were swabbed.  After inspection, the cargo areas were sealed with plastic truck seals. Stickers were dated and affixed to the outside of the trucks’ driver-side mirror to indicate to boat crewmembers that screening had been accomplished. Additionally, each row of cars was tested for explosives by means of swabbing each driver’s side door handle.  All swabs were taken to the Quantum sniffer and checked for explosive residue. Three employees were involved in this part of the drill, Dockworkers Svietlana Drevilla, , Josh Correlus, and Chuck Cotnoir,. Each employee swabbed one row of cars. Trucks were swabbed by Chuck Cotnoir.  All three employees individually checked their swabs with the sniffer.
The second part of the drill was designed to check for explosive residue on luggage in the Luggage Cart. In this drill, the employees were warned of a person planning to bring explosives onboard the MV Islander Luggage Cart. Warning of this threat was simulated to arrive  at the dock after the Luggage Cart was loaded. Three employees were involved in this part of the drill, Dockworkers Alena Anddrosenka, John Hanavan, and Theresa King . Each employee took a turn swabbing the handles of the luggage in the Luggage Cart and then checking their swab for explosive residue with the sniffer

Agent Chris Henry supervised this drill.
Drill was terminated at 5:00 pm.
