	Description of Meeting Drill or 
Exercise  This drill was conducted IAW 33 CFR 105.220 Drill and exercise requirements and was conducted with each participant separately. Each participant simulated receiving a call from a bomber, practiced questions to ask the caller and recorded his/her impressions regarding the characteristics of the caller. Questions were asked regarding time of detonation, bomb location, bomb description and triggering mechanism, who placed the bomb and why, and the callers name. Other information recorded was the length of the call, the number at which the call was received, the time and date of the call. Impressions were recalled regarding the sex of the caller, race, age, callers voice characteristics, background noises and the threat language.



	Best Practices or Lessons
Learned This drill showed the participants that prior preparation for this scenario is essential and that there are many facets to successfully and safely concluding an incident of this magnitude.
