Hello All,

In the forwarded message below, you will find a message from Scott Erickson, FEMA, regarding the Fed/State need to reposition the supplies currently in trailers at the Airport to a climate-controlled storage facility (not lower than 40 degrees F.) within each town, but only if the town chooses to participate.

 

In my discussions with FEMA ,one trailer load of  MRE’s (Meals Ready to Eat) and two trailer loads of 1 and 2 liter bottles of water need to be stored on Martha’s Vineyard to be used in an emergency, if we can find a place to store them in a climate-controlled facility.

 

Although the MRE’s and water technically will belong to the state, in the event of an emergency in your town, these supplies can be used by your town with the approval of MEMA.  

 

FEMA and I have devised a plan, whereby the MRE’s can be fairly divided by using the Massachusetts Department of Revenue, Division of Local Services population figures of each town.  The calculations are attached. Please note that you can choose to take all the supplies available to your town, a reduced amount, or none at all. You can even choose to take your share of the MRE’s , and not take the water. Whatever you want.

 

Also attached is a separate set of calculations that show the amount of storage space for MRE’s that would be needed by each town, should you wish to take all of the MRE’S that are available to your town.

 

FEMA/MEMA have set the drop dead date of Dec 1st on this issue and the details were not finalized between FEMA and MEMA until today (Tuesday, 21 Nov).  They told me (today) that this means that the trailers will leave with or without the supplies on Dec 1st.  

 

Scott will be on vacation until next Monday, but we should be able to arrange a conference call with him early next week, so you can ask any questions regarding this matter, before you decide on your participation.  I’ll call each of you to make sure that you got this email and to try to set up a meeting for a conference call, if that’s what you want. .  We will also have to discuss scheduling of pickup so that it can all be done on one day, next week, for those who choose to participate.

 

For those of you who want to participate, I’ll be interfacing with the airport personnel to get the supplies positioned for offload onto your transport vehicles.
