Red Cross:

Mr. Cotnoir stated the Red Cross is seeking feedback on the delivery of supplies. 

Chilmark:
Had to put supplies in two places but are thankful for them.

Edgartown:
Thank you and they are located in the fire station at the moment.

Oak Bluffs:
Happy with the supplies. They are currently stored in the hurricane supply closet at the OB School. Mr. Martel requests more face masks and gowns. 

Tisbury:
Thank you.

West Tisbury:
Thank you. Storage was an issue. WT seeking more cots and would like to know what is available for request from the Red Cross. 

Mr. Townes inquired about canned messages in Portuguese. Ms. Cini advised the EM’s of the program the West Tisbury Charter School has that translates English to Portuguese. 

Ron Burson- Introduction to the Martha’s Vineyard Public Safety Information System:

Mr. Burson introduced the MVPSIS system to the Emergency Management Directors. The island was awarded a grant for a CAD system with at GIS component and its integration components such as tough books for the cruisers, fire engines and ambulances. EMS is now in the process of achieving this system and we are not getting a grant for Emergency Management.  West Tisbury is the first EM to get the server and the software. This is a portal software so in practice if a document changes a previously selected email list will get notification of the changes. This will allow all EM’s to work together on an island wide base.

Setting up the EM side, Chris Cini will be the EM’s contact. Emergency Management was originally scheduled to be brought into this phase, as of next fall. We now have a grant for EM. Mr. Burson emphasized to lean on him for technical support as the data base will have most of the old information the EM’s are currently used to working with. Training on the System will be the responsible of the EM as we are looking to them as train the trainer. 

Mr. Burson explained the EM needs to develop a fund similar to the Police Chiefs. 

This fund will allow the grant money to be deposited and then dispersed. 

Mr. Burson is seeking a wish list from EM as to what they want and what they need. Mr. Burson emphasized that MV is the model that the government is looking to create. MV is the perfect test bed for this system. What EM needs is a structure that allows for the island as a whole to apply for grants from the federal government. The fed’s have grants for operating budgets but a foundational structure must be in place. 

NIMS- ICS 200 and ICS 300:

Mr. Martel provided packets to the other EM’s with information for reimburstment for funds. Mr. Martel stated that he is the designated contact for MEMA for the island of Martha’s Vineyard. Mr. Martel and Mr. Cini along with Ms. Cini ensued into a discussion as to who must go to the classes. Mr. Martel stated that EMS is going to have no place as the Fire Chief has all the power on any scene. Mr. Martel also request of the EM’s to fund breakfast and lunch for the people in the class. The idea was shot down.

Spencer Booker presented at 3D topographical map of the island of MV that he has been working on. Excellent job by Mr. Booker.
